Getting Legal - EOT Licence
	

	EOT LicenseI
If you buy a property and intend to use it as a holiday rental  you should  be licensed. Whether you rent to friends or through a third party, if you are receiving an income from the house as a holiday rental you are required by Greek law to have an EOT license.  

If your house is rented long term, over 3 months to one party, this is not classed as a holiday rental and you do NOT require the EOT licence, but you will still be required to declare any income on your Greek tax return

The Greek National Tourist Organisation (E.O.T) issues the licences and they have a number of conditions that must be met ;  with the building in terms of being built exactly to plan and minimum room sizes.

If your property has a swimming pool there are strict requirements, for example the pool must be marked with depth markings and warning signs, and if your pool is over 1.70m deep  you are "supposed to"  have a lifeguard on duty! 
If an accident occurs to a holidaymaker in your swimming pool and you are unlicensed you will be prosecuted and even imprisoned. 

The Greek authorities are clamping down heavily on rented property that is not licensed, and if you are caught you will face arrest and a court appearance with at least a hefty fine, and possible deportation.

The Process:
For the first stage EOT require a list of architectural and structural papers of the property to be licenced. Normally the architect or civil engineer who drew up the plans for your property  needs to do this.  
These papers are then stamped and deposited with EOT.  
EOT will  arrange with you to visit your property to check the building against the plans. 
When (if) the plans are approved you will be asked to submit the second stage papers which pertain to you, the owner. In effect when you register with EOT you are registering a business.

The cost:
Firstly it depends on your architect or civil engineer. It has been known for them to charge anything from 3000 Euros to 5,000 Euros to supply the papers required. Basically they can charge what they like!


The process requires the co-operation of an architect or civil engineer to get started, followed by a long paper chase. If you do not live here, or do not speak Greek you will need to appoint and pay someone to do the running around for the paperwork and liaise with EOT. This can be your architect, civil engineer, lawyer or an agent.. . but not all lawyers and architects are willing to undertake this.
Preferably this person should have dealt with obtaining EOT licenses before and know the procedures, otherwise there are likely to be delays.
